S: When there is no common denominators nor 
common numerators

Review how to operate the reduction to Common 
Denominator 
1. Inform denominators
2. Find the least common multiple of 3 and 5
3. It is 15
4. How many times do you have to multiply?
5. 3 x 5 = 15, 5 x 3 = 15
6. Multiply the same number on each numerator

2 x 5 = 10, 3 x 3 = 9
7.   Which fraction is bigger, 10/15 or 9/15?

Which Fraction is bibber, 1/5 or 3/4?
